1. The minutes of the meeting held on 17th August, 2017 were accepted.

2. Update on Roger Baker

PC advised that Roger had been released from hospital a little over a week ago and was now recuperating at home.   Those present, on behalf of the entire SG, send Roger their best wishes for a speedy return to full health.
3. V&O Consultation
The follow-on survey has now been closed and while only a minority of those approached chose to expand on their initial responses, their feedback will be added to the evidence base for use in preparing the Plan policies albeit the impact is likely to be minimal. 
4. Draft Policies
Following the meeting of 17th August CD had forwarded both draft versions of the ‘plain English’ policies to BSP and then met them immediately thereafter to discuss same.   It was evident from the points raised that significant reworking would be required, and BSP have been tasked with doing this while also adding an extra “open space” policy – CD’s Email update of 24th August refers.
It had been hoped that the reworked policies would be ready in time for the meeting, but prior to the meeting CD confirmed that BSP holidays had significantly delayed things – CD to progress

Post meeting BSP confirmed the amended policies will be available for 2nd October.   CD to progress w/c 25th September.

At the last meeting CD had requested all group members to comment on YN’s draft policies having first assessed these against the V&O survey results & the Locality recommendations annexed to the S&V meeting minutes.   Instead all group members are requested to adopt the same process once the reworked policies are issued.

PS suggested that a policy should be added to cover economic activity, but CD pointed out that the business survey had not identified any immediate requirement that would necessitate land use, and the subject would therefore be dealt with through a strategic objective.

5. Ongoing Tasks

Little meaningful progress had been made on this, and SG members were again asked to provide their proposals for ‘designated green space’ & ‘community assets’ to be identified and listed within the Plan.   Similarly, feedback is still required on footpaths in need of repair, particularly cross-country paths.
There was some concern about a perceived ‘scatter-gun’ approach, but it was pointed out that duplication was far preferable to omission when it comes to editing the feedback & compiling definitive lists.

ii. Community Awareness:
The need for a campaign to raise awareness within the community of both the purpose of the Plan and how our policies achieve this was raised at the last meeting.   To make this as interesting as possible it was agreed to frame it within a historical context with contributions from those that have produce relevant briefing papers for the Plan – i.e. JL/DP & PS plus Oliver Green on farming if he is willing.
