Minutes of the meetings held on 17th January, 2018

1. The minutes of the meeting held on 14th November, 2017 were accepted.

2. Outstanding actions

a. Write to local landowners impacted by proposed ‘Green Space’ designation.  CD reported that this had been completed for the Parish Council & Compton Beauchampp Estates without response thus far.   At Monday’s meeting BSP confirmed that as long as there was a record of our approach that was all that was required.
CD had not yet made an approach to owners of residential properties as he wanted to discuss further with BSP.

b. Despite publicising on the website, Facebook & notice boards no requests were received from residents for individual meetings to explain the draft policies – action complete.

c. Collate images for use within Plan – see below
3. Plan Working Draft
BSP have highlighted the need for a parking survey in support of our Plan policies, indicating that this could be limited to ‘on-street’ parking for known black spots – i.e. outside Ashbury School, Chapel Lane, Idstone Road, and the Green at KW.   CO/PS agreed to survey those in Ashbury village, while DP/CD would deal with KW.
As no one had any understanding of the situation in Idstone, it was agreed that CP/CD would approach their respective contacts and determine whether a survey would be necessary.

Dark Skies
The data provided by CM was considered sufficient to support our policies, but BSP suggested that we should endeavour to locate some ‘discovery sites’ – locations where the night sky was particularly distinctive.   Potential sites were thought to be Upper Mill pond & the Green at KW, unidentified areas of Ashbury village where the reflected light from Swindon didn’t impinge, and low-lying points along Odstone & Kingstone Downs south of the Ridgeway.   CD to ask CM to review.

This to be repeated as part of the pre-submission consultation.

4. Programme & Budget
Having secured our extra funding from Locality, and the parish council at last confirming that they have successfully recoveried the VAT on our spend too date, we now have some £4,400 to complete the process.   At the meeting with BSP on Monday JF estimated some 10-15 hours would be required to bring the Plan to pre-submission standard, but using 25-hours to provide for contingencies & additional tasking, this equates to £2,000 leaving a further £2,400 for any revisions required prior to the referendum.

Notes on the meetings with Bluestone Planning held on 16th November, 2017
Present;  
Jeremy Flawn, Sharon Brentnall [part time] of BSP:   Peter Cowx & Cliff Davies.  

1) Budget Overview:     

Having determined BSP’s total spend too date then, provided the VAT is recovered by the PC, we should be adequately funded to complete the Plan process.   CD to monitor the PC VAT application & review when determined.

2) Policies:     

JF confirmed that the issues raised at the public meeting [i.e. dark skies, air quality & non-motorised transport] had been noted and amendments made to the draft policies.

JF suggested that we may wish to explore the requirement for securing ‘dark sky’ status.   Given her background CH would be asked to address thus.

CD queried how the policies were to be ‘framed’ within the document.   After review, it was consider that this should now be dealt with by BSP

The other requirement was to present the draft policies to such bodies as Historic England, English Heritage, etc for comment.   The SG has a list of those approached previously and JF would add any others he considered necessary.
3) Character Appraisals:

The draft presentation of the CA’s within a single appendix was approved and would also be adopted for the other reports – e.g. land use, bio-diversity, etc.   JF suggested that this document would benefit from a preface to summarise the process and PC will produce this on completion of his review.

JF considered that the matter of the conservation areas in Ashbury village & Idstone also needed to be addressed and the suggestion was that this could be included in the preface referred to above.

The further requirement was that the information provided in the other reports needed to be filtered to provide CA’s dealing with the rural areas of the parish.   As JL & DP would be  away for extended periods CD would deal with these.

4) Drawings:

PC/CD submitted a series of sketches providing data on the maps required for the CA’s, views, key buildings & features, plus footpaths in need of repair.   Given the amount of data provided, SB will produce a first-draft of the drawings for review before finalising.

5) Other Reports:

The presentation of these will be as for the CA’s and the completed document used to compliment the evidence base.  CD to provide a preface by filtering CP’s summary.

6) Public Consultations:
