-You have held a full driving licence, with entitlement to drive a car (category B) for at least two years.

      -The minibus is used for social purposes by a non-commercial body.

-You are providing your services on a voluntary basis (i.e. unpaid except for reimbursement of expenses).

      -The gross (i.e. laden) weight of the minibus is not over 3.5 tonnes or 4.25 tonnes if the minibus is fitted with                                  wheelchair access equipment. We comply with this.

The UBW Minibus Association is non-commercial and operates the Minibus under the Small Bus Permit legislation.  Before driving the Minibus you should determine whether or not the intended use of the minibus is “for social purposes”, and whether or not you will be acting on a voluntary basis. Normally our drivers will be volunteers, but if, for example, you have been asked to drive by your employer and your contract obliges you to do so you could infringe the permit.
